Horse of The Year Pointscore 2017
1. Both the owner and the rider(s) of the horse must be financial members of the club at the time of competing.
2. Points accrue from the joining date of rider and owner. Points will not be awarded retrospectively.
3. Pointscore runs through the calendar year.

4. To receive points the horse must score over 60% in Prep, Prelim, Novice or Elementary and over 55% in Medium and Advanced
5. Points are awarded as follows: 1st = 30 pts, 2nd = 29 pts, 3rd = 28pts, 4th = 27 pts down to 30th= 1pt. The members will be awarded points according to their placing in the test NOT where they rank compared to other members.

6. Preliminary to FEI Horse of the Year (Senior and Junior). 
7. Points are limited to the 2 highest scoring tests of the competition per horse/rider combination (NB no points for freestyles, choose your own tests and horses competing HC).
8. Ponies and horses are not separated for the pointscore.
9. Points are not awarded to horses competing HC.

10. Points will be awarded for each division if the tests are divided. 

11. Equal placing will receive equal points.

12. HOTY winners are not eligible to compete for HOTY at the same level in subsequent years excluding FEI.
13. Horse and Rider combination must compete at more than one competition throughout the year at the same level to be eligible for that level.
14. To be eligible for Horse of the Year you must have helped for a minimum of 4hrs throughout the year or made some form of significant contribution to the club (to be agreed upon by member and WDA committee). Please email warringahdressage@yahoo.com.au , to discuss this option.
